Marois, a mother of four and grandmother to two, started the popular $5-a-day daycare program in

1997. On Monday she said she now wants to complete the project by adding an extra 15,000 spots on

top of those already promised by the Liberals, to bring the total to 250,000 by the end of a PQ mandate.

 

Marois said the cost for the extra spots would be $177 million, but didn't say how it would be paid for.

Costs to parents wouldn't increase, she said.
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
